Resume of Auditor-General Ching-Long Lin
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Auditor-General Mr. Ching-Long Lin, C.P.A., was born in 1947, in Chang-Hwa, Taiwan. Mr. Lin was granted a master’s degree in finance from Chaoyang University of Technology and passed the higher civil service examination for auditors and accountants. He served as the section chief and Deputy Director of Taiwan Provincial Audit Department, the Director of Taichung City Audit Office, the Director of Kaohsiung Municipal Audit Division, the Director of the Fifth Bureau of the Ministry of Audit, and the Deputy Auditor-General. In 1999, Mr. Lin was selected as the model public servant of the audit agencies and was thus received by the President. In 2001, he was awarded the first-class service medal award. In September 2007, Mr. Lin was nominated by the President and approved by the Legislature to be the Auditor-General and was sworn in as the Auditor-General on October 2nd 2007.

    When the Legislature held a Committee of the Whole Yuan for the approval of his nomination, Mr. Lin presented a report, signifying that he would adhere to the core value of audit—independence, justice, and professionalism—in the daily operation, and that he would improve the audit system and audit skills in line with the progress of time and the practical need. Auditor-General Lin also declared six focuses of government audit under his leadership as follows:

· To strictly examine public accounts and increase government operating surplus.

· To enhance government program evaluation so as to improve  efficiency and quality of government operation.

· To step up the examination of public procurement and enhance the supervision of procurement.

· To improve the evaluation of the execution and efficiency of major public construction projects.

· To advise the government to strengthen its financial supervisory system so as to better government governance.

· To improve the on-the-job training of government auditors in the hope that the improvement of audit skills will lead to the improvement the quality of audit works.

    In his inauguration on October 2nd 2007, Auditor-General Lin declared that he would like to direct his efforts in two areas in order to meet the current need and improve the audit system and audit skills as follows:

· To continue the renovation of audit systems.

· To establish a mechanism for strategy management and performance evaluation in audit agencies.
